Minutes from the July – August Reports were approved. Belle Henry made motion to approve and Beth Rose seconded. 

We welcomed Wanda Dixon to the board.

Heminger House & Neighborhood Center – Needs and wants were discussed.  Shelley told us about some of the work they have done at the NC.  It was discussed how Freecycle has been used by both to acquire needed items.  Th website for this is: http://groups.yahoo.com/group/MarshallCountyINFreecycle/
We read a letter from Michele Faustich about needing assistance for tuition for the Little Friends Preschool.  Michele is asking for our financial assistance to help with 4 scholarships.  We voted to give her $760.00 to pay tuitions for Sept. – Dec. 2009

Kroger and Martins account is $2,930.98.  We got a letter from Krogers and they are reducing our share from 5% to 3%.

Care and Share – Current Balance $207.  They interviewed 136 and helped 28.  Average assistance payment was $86.71.  The largest was $200 and they paid out $2,427.97.  Their biggest concern is that “it’s getting worse”.  Care and Share will be taking over Utility Assistance from Neighborhood Center.    Ken Brace is doing case management to help people help themselves with financial management.  This month’s check to C&S is $722 and $200 for administration.
