Deanõs Musings . . . 

     The power of a few simple words cannot be 

underestimated.  Abraham Lincolnõs Gettysburg 

Address was one of the shortest given on 

November 19th, 1863.  It is two hundred sixty -

seven words captured in ten sentences.  Lincoln 

followed Edward Everett who spoke for two 

hours.  Lincoln took less than three minutes to 

say what he had to say.  Only a few people can 

name someone other than Lincoln who spoke at 

the dedication of the Gettysburg cemetery (I 

looked it up on the internet to find Everettõs  

name). 

   You may not consider yourself eloquent, but 

you, like Lincoln, can speak words that transform 

the lives of others.  The words are simple:  òI 

care about youó; òYouõre a great personó; òYou  

can do it!ó 

   The problem comes when we choose a few 

other words to speak:  òThatõll never workó; 

òThatõs a bad ideaó; òYouõll never make itó;  

òWhat are you thinking?ó  These negative words  

deflate ambition and discourage the spirit.  

   The reality is that people either live up to or 

down to our expectations . . . And we express 

our expectations through words and facial 

expressions we use.  This theory has been 

confirmed by psychologists at both Harvard and 

Stanford Universities doing independent  

research.  

   Jesus showed that he understood this 

principle by the way he dealt with others.  He 

lifted up the down trodden; he healed the 

broken; he called the outcasts to re -enter the 

mainstream.  Jesus set the example for us and 

calls us to live up to it.  He speaks words of  

encouragement:  òWith my help, you can do it!ó   

   Please do not underestimate the power of the 

words you use.  Use your power wisely and for 

the Kingdom of God.
